All pyrotechnic devices are tested for compliance to specification, including tests for performance and ‘hot’ debris where applicable. For individual data sheets please contact our quality control department.

	All of the pyrotechnic effects used are placed in the custom designed table centre; these holders are used to ensure that the effect is correctly and safely positioned prior to firing. The holders are so designed as to prevent the risk of fire or injury even in the event that an effect is covered, or fails to perform correctly.

	Fire
	Flammable items placed over the table centre.
	Table centres are only fired if the operator has a clear view of each table centre. For this reason guests MUST be seated at the time of firing.

	Burns
	Possible only if a person was able to place a part of their body directly over the centre of the table centre.
	Table centres are used only on five foot or larger diameter tables as a person seated at such a table cannot reach the centre. Where smaller tables are needed, an extension is fitted to raise the effect out of reach.
